The District may require a higher or lower initial
deposit based on the specifics of the project. An additional deposit may be required during
the processing of the application if the initial deposit is exhausted.

After issuance of a service availability letter by the District, Owner will be required to submit three (3)
copies of construction drawings for the proposed project. Owner will also be required to submit
environmental documents and enter into water line and/or sewer line extension agreements with the
District.

All construction of water and sewer facilities shall be (a) at Owner’s sole cost and expense, (b) performed
by a licensed contractor retained by Owner, and (c) in accordance with the District’s ordinances,
resolutions, rules, regulations and standard specifications. The District will install any required water
meters.

District charges, which are due prior issuance of any connection permit or can and will serve letter,
include, without limitation, the fees and charges set forth in the attached Appendix A.

Applicants for residential service shall establish and maintain credit to the satisfaction of the District by
one of the following methods:

(a) Timely payment of water bills to the District for the past three years; or
(b) Evidence from the applicant’s previous water supplier of timely payment for the past three
years; or
